Q&A for Day of Action 2007
Why does Save the Children support a Global Day of Action against violence against children?

The UN study on Violence against Children was launched in 2006. It confirmed that violence is a huge problem with devastating effects on millions of children all over the world. Save the Children where a key actor in the UN study, supporting children to participate in the study process and supplying evidence on juvenile justice, corporal and other forms of degrading punishment, and sexual abuse and exploitation.
Now is the time to hold our Governments to account for living up to the promises they made at the UN last year. This year Governments worldwide are again gathering at the UN to decide what new action they will commit to and how they will follow up the recommendations already agreed upon.
Save the Children is among many things calling upon the UN to establish a Special Representative to the Secretary General to drive this fundamental issue forward.

How many children are taking part in Day of Action?

Thousands of children in Africa, Middle East, Latin America, Asia and Europe in over 25 countries take part.

What kind of things do they do?
Here are some examples of what is happening today on the Global Day of Action.

· In Yemen 2,200 children are gathering to call on the Government to put an end to the daily violence against them. The children are holding activities to express their concern on the unjustifiable violence against them. This includes an exhibition of drawings reflecting the UN Study recommendations, debates, role play, songs and poems, speeches, group discussions, radio and newspaper interviews, and processions. 
· In Zambia, children from South Africa, Lesotho, Swaziland, Botswana and Zambia have invited adults in position of power to listen to their recommendations on what they think needs to be done to stop violence against children. 

· In Guatemala, 4,600 children will be marching and drawing protest against violence. 

· In Bangladesh, children will launch a film they have made looking at violence against children.

What publications would you recommend concerning violence against children?

Save the Children's has published several global and national reports on violence against children; e.g. on violence in detention, sexual abuse and exploitation, and corporal punishment; “The Right Not to Lose Hope”, “Listen and Speak Out Against Sexual Abuse of Girls and Boys: 10 Essential Learning Points” and Ending Physical and Humiliating Punishment of Children' respectively”. “Safe you - Safe me” is another very popular widespread publication.
