Children's Emergency Fund

Background

The full-scale war in Ukraine has changed the lives of 7.5 million children forever. Forced from their
homes and schools, separated from loved ones, and living in constant fear of air raid alerts, drones and
explosions, children have had their childhoods ripped away. More than half of Ukraine’s children have
been displaced at some point since the full-scale war began, either within Ukraine or across borders.
Thousands of schools have been damaged or destroyed, disrupting learning and cutting children off from
safe spaces to learn, play and connect with friends. An estimated 1.5 million children are at risk of post-
traumatic stress disorder, depression and other mental health conditions. Despite playing no part in the
war, children are paying the heaviest price. In 2026, an estimated 2.2 million children are among the
10.8 million people inside Ukraine in need of humanitarian assistance.

Save the Children’s work

Save the Children has been working in Eastern Ukraine since 2014. We have dramatically scaled up our
operations since the full-scale war broke out and have reached more than 4.7 million people — including
more than 1.9 million children. Our humanitarian response is addressing critical and urgent needs in
child protection, education, food security, shelter, and access to clean water and sanitation and helps to
protect children from immediate harm while strengthening families’ ability to cope with, and recover
from, the crisis. Activities are focused on the south and east, targeting displaced children, returning
families, and those living in frontline areas. Support is being delivered both directly by Save the Children
and in partnership with local organisations, ensuring assistance is flexible, timely, and tailored to local
needs.

What we are aiming to achieve for children

e Ahealthy start in life, as widespread damage to water systems, overcrowded collective centres,
disrupted sanitation services and continuous population movement create significant public-
health risks.

e Sdfe in school and learning, to increase and maintain access to safe and inclusive education
through delivery models that can shift as the crisis evolves.

e Livefreefrom violence, addressing the risks facing children, from unsafe caregiving and exposure
to violence, to the loss of identity documents needed to access services.

Financing

Funds raised for Save the Children’s humanitarian response in Ukraine are preferably channelled
through the Children's Emergency Fund, a pooled financing mechanism that enables fast and flexible
funding to help us and our partners prepare and respond to the rapidly evolving context in the country.

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Barnens Katastroffond

Bakgrund

Det fullskaliga kriget i Ukraina har for alltid férandrat livet f6r 7,5 miljoner barn. Barn har tvingats [amna
sina hem och skolor, skilts fran anhoriga och lever i standig radsla for flyglarm, drénare och explosioner.
Deras barndom har tagits ifran dem. Sedan det fullskaliga kriget inleddes har mer dn hélften av Ukrainas
barn varit pa flykt, antingen inom landet eller 6ver nationsgranser. Tusentals skolor har skadats eller
forstorts, vilket har forsvarat skolgang och berévat barn trygga platser for larande, lek och gemenskap.
Uppskattningsvis riskerar 1,5 miljoner barn att drabbas av posttraumatiskt stressyndrom, depression
och andra psykisk ohélsa. Trots att barn inte har ndgon del i kriget ar det de som betalar det hogsta priset.
Under 2026 beridknas 2,2 miljoner barn vara bland de 10,8 miljoner manniskor i Ukraina som ar i behov
av humanitart stod.

Det hir gér Ridda Barnen

Radda Barnen har arbetat i 6stra Ukraina sedan 2014. Sedan det fullskaliga kriget brét ut har vi har vi
avsevart 0kat vara insatser och natt 6ver 4,7 miljoner manniskor - varav mer dn 1,9 miljoner barn. Vart
humanitira arbete sdkerstéller barns mest akuta behov - fran skydd och utbildning till mat, tryggt
boende samt rent vatten och fungerande hygien. Det skyddar barn fran omedelbara risker och starker
samtidigt familjers férmaga att hantera och aterhamta sig fran krisen. Insatserna fokuserar pa sédra och
Ostra Ukraina och nar barn pa flykt, atervandande familjer samt manniskor som lever i omraden néra
frontlinjen. Stodet ges bade direkt av Radda Barnen och i samarbete med lokala organisationer, vilket
sakerstéller att hjalpen ar flexibel, snabb och anpassad efter lokala behov.

Det har vill vi astadkomma
e Entrygg och hdlsosam start i livet, i en miljo dar skador pa vattensystem, éverfulla kollektiva
boenden, bristande sanitet och stindig forflyttning skapar stora folkhalsorisker.
e Trygg skolgdng och ldrande, genom att 6ka och uppratthalla méjligheten till en sdker utbildning
med flexibla I6sningar som kan anpassas i takt med att krisen utvecklas.
e  Ettlivfritt frdn vdld, genom att mota de risker barn utsatts for - allt fran otrygg omsorg och vald
till forlust av identitetshandlingar som krévs for att fa tillgang till viktiga samhallsfunktioner.

Finansiering
